PUTTING PEOPLE FIRST

The Conservative Party Manifesto for Richmond and Twickenham: 2010
Our Borough is a fine place to live.  Most people feel that.  So do we. 
There are 54 Conservative candidates standing at this election, men and women of all ages and backgrounds who have united and come forward because they love their local communities  - and now ask your trust to serve them.  
But fine though our green Borough is, things could be run so much better.

· We pay London’s second highest Council tax, yet...

· Our pavements are crumbling and other infrastructure creaking.

· We are the highest polluting Borough in London for CO2.

· Traffic wardens on cash incentives enforce unfair parking policies.

· Twickenham Town Centre is decaying – so are many village high streets.
· Half our secondary schools perform below the national average.

· Time after time the public’s views are simply ignored.
What has gone wrong with a Liberal Party that once prided itself on listening?
Its local leaders have become tribal, divisive, obsessed with party first at all costs.

In this great crisis, when we all need to pull together, we have people in power locally, who say they ‘would never work with a Tory to save a Post Office’! Or who won’t vote to praise our police simply because a motion is proposed by a Conservative! Madness! The same people condemn community campaigners fighting their plans as “wreckers”, “a disgrace” or exponents of “mob rule”. We cannot afford such attitudes.
The same narrow clique has ruled this Borough for 23 of 27 years. As a result, they think they cannot be touched. As ex-Councillor defectors from their own ranks, in places like Whitton, confirm, they take areas of the Borough for granted. Residents now pay a staggering amount of money for services that are not as they should be.  

This Town Hall has become a byword for arrogance and refusal to listen.
How else would a 93.5% ‘NO’ in a referendum of 2000 residents be dismissed by the Council Leader as ‘not worth the paper it’s written on’?
Council priorities are not the people’s priorities. How else could they have cut hot meals on wheels for elderly people yet vote free food for Councillors?  That really was ‘a disgrace’
Look at the shocking potholes in roads. Is it any wonder when the LibDems plan to spend over 40% more on their Cabinet members’ own pay than capital repairs to roads?
Look at the state of pavements. Is it any wonder when the LibDems slashed spending on pavement repair and squandered £1.4 million on solar-powered parking meters?

After half a lifetime at the top, our local LibDem bosses have forgotten they are the servants, not the masters, of the public. Too often this Council has made war on residents, lecturing and hectoring them, rather than listening. 
You, the people who pay, should be the people who have the say

After nearly a quarter of a century, it is time for a fresh start – to put people first. 
The next Conservative Council will be a national leader in community involvement.  It will set new standards for really listening and involving the public in policy.
We will encourage volunteering, community action and local control. 
Within one year of being elected we will have contacted every household to ask you your priorities for your locality. 
You, the people, should decide what planning policies you want in your village.

You, the people, should decide what should be Council priorities in your area.
It is time for a change – for a new style of community-led politics.
Time for a Council that listens and consults you, the public, before it decides.
LibDem Councillors think people should be made to do what the Council wants.
Conservative Councillors thinks the Council should do what local people want.

1. COUNCIL TAX FROZEN: VALUE FOR MONEY AND SOUND FINANCE

We will run the Borough carefully and efficiently.  A Conservative Council will cut costs and watch each penny it spends as if it were your own. We will publish on line all major items of Council spending so those who pay see where money goes.

This year 27 of 32 London Boroughs have frozen or reduced Tax. After last year’s London-topping rise the LibDems have fallen in line, but cannot be trusted on tax.

Each year in 1998-2002 LibDems raised Council Tax above the London average.  Each year in 2002-2006 the Conservatives held the rise below the London average. Each year in 2006-2009 LibDems raised Council Tax above the London average.
In 2009, in the Great Recession, the LibDems slapped on an inflation-busting 4.33% tax rise – the highest in London.  They took £5m. out of the local economy when families and businesses needed it. We now know the Council never needed that money!  £2m. still lies unused in their bank account! Yet when we proposed a 1% tax cut to return the unneeded money LibDems voted a Council Tax cut this year down. They took money they did not need when people needed it – and refuse to give it back. A Cabinet Member said money must not go back to people as ‘they would only start to pay off their credit cards.’ ‘Town Hall knows best’ – again. 
Borough residents, especially those on fixed incomes, cannot afford another LibDem Council. A Conservative Council will conduct a ‘zero-based’ review of all Council spending to cut back office costs and focus on front-line needs. We will also:
· Introduce an emergency budget in July 2010 to reduce wasteful spending.

· Freeze Council tax in 2011 and 2012 to help families recover from recession.

· Target to hold Council tax rises below the London average over the cycle.

· Put an immediate bar on any growth in the total number of council posts.

· Target a cut in the size of the Council establishment each year and support any national pay freeze for all but the lowest-paid workers
· End Council propaganda and campaigning on the rates. We will scrap the glossy Arcadia and invest money saved in finding out what the public want.
· Cut spending on compliance with wasteful government bureaucracy and focus spending on projects and services of direct benefit to local residents.
· Seek more joint working with other authorities and bodies to cut costs.
· Reward public and staff whistle-blowers who identify ways to cut waste
· Cut top Members’ allowances and end free food for Members on the rates.
We will put local people’s priorities first. We will end a tickbox mentality in the Town Hall where ‘stars’ awarded from the Labour Government have mattered more than the high quality local services local residents actually want.
LibDem Richmond and Kingston impose the highest Council taxes in London
The LibDem Cabinet Member for Finance has admitted that, even if he had the same money per head as Tory Bromley, he would still set a Council tax £160 HIGHER! WARNING! LIBDEM COUNCILS ALWAYS COST YOU MORE
2.  TRADITIONAL TEACHING FOR THE BEST SCHOOLS IN LONDON
Our Borough is London’s best-educated. We want that for the next generation. Our primary schools are still the best in the country. But too many parents find it hard to get a place they want or see their children in temporary huts because this Council has failed to provide even one permanent new place in 4 years. We will continue to promote the highest standards and work for sufficient permanent places for all. 
Many secondary schools are superb. But half Borough secondaries are performing below the UK average. As a result, many local parents do not send their children to our secondaries. This year only 60% got their first choice school.  We must do better
We supported a plan to try Academy status. But the LibDems bungled it. There was no proper consultation. In four years no Academy has opened. One ‘sponsor’ was dropped after a financial scandal. In Whitton and Hampton the LibDems chose profit-making Swedes with experimental progressive ‘learning’ techniques, denying choice to those wanting traditional teaching. LibDems have also vetoed plans for 6th forms. They gave Shene to Essex-based AET. Local parents’ groups were shut out.  Local influence over the future of these schools is now minimal.
We will open renegotiations with the proposed Academy providers to ensure they respect the wishes and aspirations of local people, including a wish for 6th forms.
Incredibly, LibDems dropped the word ‘education’ from the title of the Department and axed a senior post for schools excellence. We will restore education as the key objective of children’s services. Targets set for the future are still too low. Removal of troublemakers is discouraged. We will back heads and teachers in imposing firm discipline, support traditional subject teaching, work with the private sector and promote excellence in education unashamedly. A Conservative Council will:

· Appoint a Task Force to plan and carry through a 10-year plan  to provide permanent primary places for all local children who want them.  
· Raise the proportion of parents winning places in first choice schools 
· Work to bring 6th forms into local schools, by setting up, at once, an 11-18 Forum, involving key local bodies.

· Promote parent and community involvement and local management of all secondary schools and support a local community-led school in Shene. 

· Undertake consultation on new Academies to secure respect for local  views
· Work for a Catholic secondary school (this is the only Borough without one)
· Raise targets for examination achievement by Borough schools.
· Back traditional subject teaching, including maths, languages and history.
· Back heads and governors on discipline, including exclusion and suspension
· Promote positive partnerships with free schools and local private schools.

· Ensure £1m, unspent for 3 years by the LibDems, is put into youth facilities
· Develop programmes on music, drama, sport and art, begun by the last Conservative council – every child should leave school with a skill for life.
· Maintain Children’s Centres, but work positively with voluntary and private nursery providers
3.    LOCAL NEEDS FIRST: A GREENER, CLEANER BOROUGH
Our Borough is London’s greenest.  We are committed to protect our environment for future generations against the threats of pollution and global warming. The last Conservative Council doubled recycling rates – progress that has now halted. We oppose intensified use of Heathrow and welcome David Cameron’s commitment to block a third runway. Conservative Government is the only sure way to stop it.

People of all parties share environmental values. But this LibDem Council has behaved as if local people were criminals to be punished.  LibDem policies hurt, not help, local people. They cut programmes for upkeep of our local environment, but unleashed policies they never told us about in their Manifesto, like the unfair CPZ tax or a parking surcharge on shoppers in local high streets. It was dishonest – and it has failed. It did not reduce CO2 emissions, but hurt local families and damaged the local economy. Sustainable environmental policies should be based on incentive, not penalty. In their obsessive war against family cars, LibDems wasted four years in the fight to reduce the real main source of CO2, domestic emissions. That will be our priority.
The LibDems have fallen 28% short of their recycling targets, after spending £3 million of YOUR money on bungled changes to the system. Remember the huge amount of money wasted on changing blue bags for blue boxes?
The next Conservative Council will:

· Oppose any intensified use of Heathrow

· Support the Airtrack link to Heathrow, only if there is investment to reduce level crossing down times in Barnes, East Sheen, Mortlake and Richmond

· Launch with a Conservative Government a Project 2014 Green Deal scheme offering up to £6500 to help householders reduce domestic CO2 emissions
· Review the current stalled recycling scheme to see if commingled collection could increase recycling rates and cut litter left behind by recycling lorries.
· Guarantee weekly collection of refuse and recycling, that LibDems may stop
· Review schemes to reward those who recycle most
· Cut the vindictive high charge on garden waste to older citizens
· Find more sites for recharging electric cars and keep incentives for Band A low-emission cars in permit and parking systems.

· Cut lifestyle propaganda and switch money to front line. We will start by spending £500,000 on pavement and pothole repair for walkers and cyclists
· Consult every ward on local environmental priorities and restore priority on the upkeep of pavements and local public space.
· Review street sweeping standards: make recycling teams clear up after them.
· Operate a zero tolerance policy on litter and graffiti and ban Council lessons on how to paint graffiti, currently provided by LibDems on the Council Tax.

In 2010-11 LibDem council bosses plan to spend more on their own pay than capital repair of roads!  Didn’t they noticed the potholes – or didn’t they care??
LIBDEMS HAVE NEGLECTED BASIC REPAIRS
4.  FAIR TRANSPORT FOR A STRONG LOCAL ECONOMY
LibDem transport policy has lost all sense of balance. The Borough cycle network is not complete. Pavement repair has been axed. Roads are crumbling. Fanatical hostility to the family car has set the Council against local residents and shops. Wardens have robot book-first, think-later, instructions, leading to a national scandal of a woman trying to revive a child being ticketed and denied clemency.  The unfair CPZ tax targets people in small homes with no drives. It damages the environment by promoting paving of front gardens. Another new tax hits families using cars to shop in our high streets. The only gainers are supermarkets with off-street parking. 
The LibDems spent £1.4 million on solar-powered parking meters that no-one can understand how to use! Meanwhile, pavements crumble round them! 
Absurd planning rules promote new building with little or no parking. The LibDem Council’s first act was to scrap fair play rules that required significant support before a CPZ was put in. LibDem Richmond was exposed as one of six English Councils with make-money targets for wardens. Headline-seeking policies, not mentioned in their Manifesto, have nothing to do with public service. They even offered to help RPA impose charges in Richmond and Bushy Parks!!  A Conservative Council will:
· Abolish Council power to impose CPZs without majority public consent.

· Scrap the unfair CPZ (‘CO2’) tax surcharge on residents’ permits, which has saved almost no CO2! We will have a flat-rate permit scheme in each zone: the standard rate will be 10% lower than the existing standard rate. Band A and electric cars will pay nothing. Existing permits will run full term.
· Rename CPZs Community Parking Zones and consider, introduce or alter them if, and only if a majority of residents want. Existing zones will stay unless a majority of local people petition for change.
· End wasteful spending on bus lane and CPZs not wanted by the public
· Put a moratorium on new traffic schemes, except if there is clear safety need.

· End the confusing surcharge system on parking in the Borough, introduce a simple flat rate system - and review resident and pensioner discounts.

· Bring in 30-minute free parking in village high streets to help small shops, with higher rates for the very longest stays to deter long-distance commuters.
· Set new fair, commonsense enforcement rules for wardens and the Spy Car.
· Ensure consultation of shops and small businesses in traffic reviews.

· Use non-penal speed controls like intelligent traffic lights and speed warnings
· Review the scope for ‘shared space’ traffic systems in town centres to help pedestrians, slow traffic and improve street scene.

· Review yellow lines and direct officers not to remove any parking space or put in a Car Club space unless a new space is provided elsewhere.
· Scrap planning rules promoting development without adequate parking.

· Immediately invest £500,000 in the repair of potholes and pavements.
· Continue the cycle network and provide more sponsored cycle racks.

· Seek repatriation of management of local high streets from TfL.
· Assist taxi and meeting arrangements at stations. 
5. PROTECTING THE CHARACTER OF THE BOROUGH
Our Borough is defined by its green spaces, gardens and diverse town and village centres. It is not suited to one-size-fits-all urban planning. In 2006 the LibDems axed the Conservative ‘Civic Pride’ programme that had aimed to promote the highest quality street scene in the Borough. In a disastrous error, they raced to file a new ‘Local Development Framework’ while Ken Livingstone was Mayor. As a result their plan ticks inner urban boxes, including high density garden grabbing in areas like Sheen or Teddington and high rise ‘clusters’ in Twickenham and Richmond.  Developers have already won permission for new high rise in Twickenham  
We believe second-rate building is not good enough for our Borough. Richmond should be classed with Bath or Cheltenham, not Croydon. We proposed amendment to the Plan in our Richmond Declaration (www.richmonddeclaration.co.uk) Labour and LibDems both rejected our green alternative ideas. It will take time to change the Plan; but we will start at once the process of consulting every resident on a planning review on Declaration principles. Our plan must sustain our Borough’s unique character. The next Conservative Council will:
· Stop the LibDem sell-off of Twickenham Riverside for luxury housing and enable a green community alternative supported by local residents – then put the land in trust for the people of Twickenham for ever.

· Act to end the slow decline of Twickenham under the LibDems – and, after full consultation, produce a master plan for Twickenham revival.
· Consult on revising the LibDem-Labour Plan to reflect Boris Johnson’s plan for London and new local freedoms allowed by a Conservative government.
· Formally consult all residents in each area of the Borough to determine public wishes and produce Community Plans for each Borough village.
· Move to scrap LibDem high-rise zones in Richmond and Twickenham and end high-density garden-grab zones in Teddington, Whitton and Sheen
· Consult on a new Master Strategy for the Mortlake Brewery site.

· Scrap the unfair LibDem ‘linked site strategy’ that allows developers profit by forcing crowded developments into other residential areas in the Borough.
· Require developers to meet minimum standards of off-street parking

· End preference for bedsit and require more 2- and 3-bed young family homes
· End rules against HMOs reverting to family use.

· Restore protection for small green spaces in densely developed areas

· Protect small shops and high streets and control supermarkets if possible
· Tighten guidelines on new build so details conform with local character.

· Designate ours a ‘Flowered Borough’ and work with Richmond in Bloom and local businesses to intensify the use of flowers in public spaces

· Operate zero tolerance against developers who build without permission or flout planning permission: planning should not be exploited by professionals
· Put a 16-year limit on service on Planning Committee to stop ‘system capture’ 

ANY LIBDEM ELECTED ON 6TH MAY WILL BACK BUILDING ON TWICKENHAM RIVERSIDE
6.  BACKING BUSINESS AND THE ARTS
Local business has been hurt by the recession. There are now over 100 empty small shops in the Borough.  The LibDem Council does not understand business. Its parking policies drive small shops to the wall. Its boneheaded reaction to recession was to impose London’s highest Council Tax rise and slap a new tax on shoppers. We want the Borough to be a good place to start and do business. We hugely value our existing larger businesses and will work to attract more, but smaller businesses give a locality character.  More customers will be attracted if the Borough is an even more appealing place. We will restore the emphasis on Civic Pride, scrapped by the LibDems, and promote appreciation of the unique character of all parts of the Borough.  We will support zero-tolerance policies against petty crime, yobbism and drunkenness. We will back quality arts provision in schools and for all ages.
The recession has shown the limits of public spending. To achieve more in the future we must unlock the immense resources of skill and willingness to contribute in our communities.  Community-led policies, where businesses and residents, feel they have a real say in what happens, can help unlock those resources. We will promote a Partnership for each village in our Borough.  The next Conservative Council will:

· Establish a partnership for business in Richmond and Twickenham to find and remove obstacles to business growth
· Require council officers to consider the impact of Council policies on business 
· Appoint a Retail Champion to help retailers and small shops 

· Extend, where necessary, frontage protection for small shops and produce a customer-directed parking plan for local high streets to encourage shoppers
· Back zero-tolerance policing in town centres and anti-drunkenness zones. Areas like Richmond Green or Riverside face too much anti-social behaviour.
· Restore a Civic Pride Fund to support local initiatives and improvements

· Launch a strategy to improve design and appearance of every high street, promoting the use of local craft businesses to improve signage.

· Encourage development of a not-for-profit Partnership for each village in the Borough and work to promote voluntary funding.

· Run a Volunteer-for-Richmond scheme, especially drawing on older people
· Explore restoring an Ice Rink to the Borough in a sports centre of excellence as part of public consultation on the future of the Mortlake Brewery site 

· Explore potential for a new art gallery in Richmond in the Old Town Hall

· Support practical community-backed plans to redevelop Richmond and Twickenham stations, including relocation of tourist offices to stations
· Work with Richmond Adult College to promote opportunity for all ages

· Promote Conservation Area status more widely in the Borough
· Launch a Poetry Overground Initiative – encouraging local masons to craft verse inscriptions for display in public places in the Borough

· Back a Green Plaque scheme to honour past residents of the Borough.

· Scrap the costly Arcadia propaganda magazine and other glossy Council free papers and put money saved into listening to the community.

· Commission official Histories of Twickenham and Richmond.
7. CARING FOR THE VULNERABLE: HIGH QUALITY SOCIAL SERVICES
Our Borough may be rich on paper, but it contains areas of relative deprivation and people whose illness, age or disabilities require special help. The LibDem Council has concentrated almost exclusively on five areas and has too often forgotten special needs elsewhere, especially among older people. A heartless attempt to axe hot meals on wheels for vulnerable elderly people brought shame on our community.

Social Services consume a high proportion of all council spending and cost pressures will rise. Public bodies must work positively with private and voluntary provision. We must maximise efficiency in use of resources, focusing public resources where they are most needed. That must not mean turning our backs on real need, but priority must go to front-line services. Conservatives back an NHS free at the point of use; spending will be ring-fenced by a Conservative Government. We will work with all NHS institutions in our Borough to improve services and access.

We will provide more affordable homes, while protecting the character of local neighbourhoods. Like Mayor Boris Johnson we do not think prescriptive planning rules are the best way to reach targets. We will scrap the 50% affordable housing rule introduced by the LibDems. It can deter new build and, cynically, the Council evaded it in its own luxury housing scheme in Twickenham! 

The Council made a large-scale transfer of its social housing to Social Landlords some years ago. It does not mean we can ignore the condition of tenants. We will not tolerate landlords putting the interests of ‘problem’ tenants above those of law-abiding neighbours. We will immediately appoint a Tenants’ Champion to help tenants secure fair treatment from landlords.
The next Conservative council will:

· Continue to promote ‘self-directed support’, moulding services as wanted by those who receive them and giving recipients say over the services they get
· Set up an Older People’s Assembly to advise on policy
· Keep the Freedom Pass
· Guarantee a hot meals on wheels service for elderly vulnerable people
· Introduce a policy of Pensioner Preference to ensure older people receive early attention – e.g., a broken paving stone reported outside the home of a frail elderly person must be repaired more swiftly to avoid risk of falls

· Review services for children with special needs to ensure fair support
· Appoint a Member-level Tenants’ Champion, for example, to help tenants treated unfairly by RSLs
· Secure more affordable homes, but drop the constricting 50% planning rule
· Work positively to share services with local NHS bodies, resist Labour plans to force partnership with bodies outside south-west London and act as leaders  within the Local Strategic Partnership
A CONSERVATIVE COUNCIL DOES WHAT THE PUBLIC WANTS;

A LIBDEM COUNCIL MAKES THE PUBLIC DO WHAT THEY WANT
8.  REAL CONSULTATION IN STRONG COMMUNITIES
With politics in sad disrepute, we need a fresh vision. We need a new community-led politics that heals divisions and rebuilds links between those entrusted with the duty of governing – and you, the people whom we are elected to serve.

Locally, a LibDem party that once pioneered consultation has become stale, remote and arrogant after a quarter of a century in power. It goes through the pretence of ‘consultation’, but always with its mind made up. Time and again the public are ignored. 93.5% oppose the Twickenham Riverside housing scheme. It will go ahead if LibDems win on 6th May. A majority opposed the CPZ tax. It went ahead. Only 8% supported a parking surcharge on shoppers in family cars. It went ahead anyway. Thousands petition against garden grabbing. High density build goes into the Local Plan. The Council has erected contempt for public views into a system of government
A “Them and Us” mentality dominates the Town Hall. They decide what they want. The rest of us are excluded. This must end. We must bring people together, build community spirit, respect diverse views and needs and draw everyone into making a better future for all. That is what we will do in office. We will bring politics to the people, involve the public, empower the public and listen to the public. There is so much talent and goodwill locally. If we put the divisive politics of the last 25 years behind us, there is no limit to what we can do. The next Conservative Council will:

· Consult before major decisions and take public views fully into account.

· End Member privilege (LibDems have doubled the Leader’s pay!) We will cut top allowances and put savings into a Christmas fund for elderly people  and charge for food provided to Members after Council meetings.
· Start Leader’s Question Times in local wards to promote accountability.

· Hold Cabinet days away from York House – Cabinet members will visit key facilities in wards, hold open forums and discuss local concerns.
· Carry out an ‘All In One’ survey of every resident in our first year in office.    Every resident in every ward will be contacted to ask you your priorities for your ward, including views on a revised local plan, and opinions on local needs. Action plans will then be published for a community strategy for your local village. Council resources will then be applied in a way you want.

· Unlike the LibDems, co-operate with the Sustainable Communities Act
· Hold planning meetings outside York House, to facilitate public access.

· Convene a new Commission for Twickenham – to plan Twickenham revival, support ideas for Twickenham Riverside and inform a new master plan

· Improve web communication and help every citizen contact the council
· Publish pay, expenses and allowances of Members and senior officers.
· Require a formal public response by the Cabinet to public petitions
· Replace poorly attended 6-monthly ACMs with meetings on specific issues; ask Councillors to hold surgeries at least monthly.

· Hold referendums on strategic issues, like rises in Council Tax well above inflation, not imposed by national law. (The secret plan to impose a CPZ tax, cynically covered up by LibDem MPs and candidates in 2006, is an example)
What will be different after May 6th
A Conservative council will be different. We make four key commitments:

· CONSULT FIRST, ACT AFTERWARDS, to make services more responsive

· TWO-YEAR FREEZE IN COUNCIL TAX, to make services more affordable
· THREE-POINT TURN from unfair parking to commonsense parking and shift to environment policies that help, not hurt, to make services more fair
· FOUR-YEAR FREEZE ON BUREAUCRACY and switch from propaganda to proper service, to make services more efficient
In our first fortnight in office, we will:

· CUT the cost of senior Councillors’ Allowances

· CREATE a taskforce to stop profiteering housing speculation on Twickenham Riverside

· FREEZE addition of any new posts to the Council bureaucracy

· APPOINT a Tenants’ Champion to help tenants treated unfairly by landlords

· HALT waste on all new CPZ, parking control and bus lane investigations

· BAN FREE FOOD for Councillors after Council meetings
In our first 100 days in office, we will:

· PUBLISH an emergency budget to slash waste and direct resources to key front line services
· CALL a Conference to plan a green alternative for Twickenham Riverside and set up a Standing Commission for Twickenham revival
· Launch our All in One programme to consult every citizen on their priorities for their local community
